*Recipient of “Research Incentive Grant” will be given a title "DoGS Fellow”.
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1. Enrollment Confirmation

We confirm that your enrollment in the university as of 1%t day of each month through the student
database system (No action is required for the student). Research Incentive Grant for the month
will be paid only to those with enrollment confirmation of the month. The first day of each month
shall be the day to confirm whether international students have arrived in Japan. The payment to
international students will be made after the confirmation date of your arrival in Japan.

2. Withdrawal, Cancelation, Suspension

(@ The students listed below are not eligible for support under this program. If you fall under any of
these types during or after the selection process, or if you wish to withdraw from this program for
any other reasons, please notify us promptly by submitting “Notice of Withdrawal” to the section

in charge. In the event that you are selected for the JSPS Research Fellowship for Young Scientists,

information will be shared with the relevant departments within the university, and you will be

deemed to have withdrawn your application/selection for this program. In this case, there is no

need to submit “Notice of Withdrawal”.

Students selected for the JSPS Research Fellowship for Young Scientists: Students who obtain an
enough scholarship for living expenses (2.4 million yen per year);

Students obtaining stable income through salary, executive remuneration, or the like from their
affiliated university, company, etc., at a sufficient level to cover living expenses (2.4 million yen
annually). (As income from paid internship, RA, TA, or part-time job is not regarded as stable
income, such income is not subject to regulation based on the amount of income. However, if it
interferes with your research or career development and training content efforts, the support may
not be continued. In addition, if you are earning more than 2.4 million yen annually by a position
on such as a non-regular employee or a temporary employee for certain period of time, you are
not eligible to apply for the program. This also applies to sole proprietorship.);

International students supported by a Japanese Government Scholarship, a scholarship from their
home country, or the like;

Students who are receiving support through the WISE Program and whose support is deemed to

be equivalent to adequate support for living expenses.

When you fall into any of above-mentioned points in the middle of a month, Research Incentive Grant

for the month will be stopped from this month.

*When you decide a leave of absence, withdrawal, or back to your hometown, please inform Contact
which showed on page 2. In addition please inform if your supervisor is changed.
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3. Income Tax, Resident Tax

As the Support for Research Incentive Grant (ffZ542R1E) is regarded as “Miscellaneous income (3
Fif8)” prescribed by the tax law, it is subject to Income Tax (PA1SHt). Since the university does not

withhold any tax at source, the recipients should file a tax return (FEEEBE5).

The tax filing must be conducted for Research Incentive Grant received from January 1t to December
31t of each year. Income(FfiS) is calculated by deducting necessary expenses (#%&) from the total
amount of Research Incentive Grant. Tax is calculated based on the income. “Necessary expenses”
means expenses which are necessary for you to conduct your research, such as tuition fees, annual
fees for Academic society. Therefore, you need to record the balance of payments and preserve the
evidence materials such as receipts of necessary expenses.

In addition, you need to pay Resident Tax ({£E#7) to the municipality where you live.

The period of T#EERS is scheduled from February to March every year. We will hold an explanatory
session of T#EEERS for recipients of the program around February.

xIn case of international students who have lived in Indonesia, Thailand, China or Bangladesh,

they can be exempted from tax filing in Japan by submitting the “tax treaty application form (3873
£HBEBE)" Since FARREMBEZE must be prepared by Kyoto University and submitted
through Kyoto University, if you wish to apply for #2%:2&#3, please contact the Division of
Graduate Studies. The application is not mandatory. It depends on you whether you make

application or not. If you do not submit the Faf?{5&f0/BHE, you are required to file tax in Japan.

The research grant can be used for expenses occurred the adopted date for Regular category or enrollment
date of doctoral course for Early-offer category. Project code of the budget will be notified from the finance
section as soon as it is ready. For details of how to use the research grant, please consult with the person
who is in charge of controlling the budget of your lab (secretary, etc.) or the person in the financial section.
It is your supervisor that is responsible for the usage of the research grant. When using the research grant,

please be sure to consult with your supervisor in advance and follow his/her instructions.

<The purpose of research grant>

Research grant may be used for the following purposes:

(D Goods expenses: Costs of new purchases of apparatus, equipment, consumables, etc. that are
essential for research.

Note: Goods with high cashability (such as PCs, tablets, digital cameras of which prices are less than 100,000
yen) and equipment (100,000 yen or higher and with a lifespan of one year or more) are the property of the
University, not of the recipient, and are under control of the University.

@ Travel expenses: Your costs (transportation, accommodation, daily allowance) of official international and

domestic research travel (collecting data, conducting surveys, meeting with collaborators, presentation of

findings, etc.), temporally help (e.g. fieldwork for research) costs (transportation, accommodation, daily
allowance) of research travel.

(3 Honoraria: Costs of paying honoraria to individuals cooperating with research and development (organizing
data, assisting with experiments, translating/proofreading, providing expert knowledge, distributing/collecting
questionnaires, gathering research data, etc.)

@ Other expenses: Costs associated with the implementation of research projects (e.g., printing and
copying documents, developing and printing images, communication [postage, telephone charges], freight,
rental of specialized facilities, meetings [venue, food and beverages excluding alcohol, reception fee], rentals
[computers, vehicles, experimental equipment/devices], software license, equipment repairs, presentation of
research findings [journal publication charges, website production, production of brochures to publicize

research findings])

[Following purposes are not allowed for the research grant,

Those which does not match the purpose of the program.
Cost for acquisition of qualification, etc., which are rights of the university or the researcher.
Expenses such as “Security Deposit” or “Deposit”.

Those are judged by JST to be inappropriate.

Example

Living equipment for the common use (such as an electric kettle, a vacuum cleaner, etc.)

Books or equipment used for self-study (books on learning foreign language, etc.)

Liquid nitrogen, gases which cannot be distinguished from the use for other research

Travel expenses of which purpose is not clearly related to the selected program

Overseas travel conducted by multiple people who are not clearly related to the selected program
Research Incentive grant of which purpose is not clearly related to the selected program
Purchase of books of which necessity are not clear

Participation fee for the conference/symposium of which contents are not clear

Utility costs of which reason for the use is not clear

Any expenditure of which date of payment or the payment recipient is unclear, and etc.

If the use of the research grant is regarded as inappropriate, it is possible that you are
required to return the grant.
